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SECTION ІІ: DETAILED DESCRIPTION OF THE PROCUREMENT SCOPE AND TECHNICAL SPECIFICATIONS
1. Detailed description of the procurement 

The National Institute of Geophysics, Geodesy and Geography at the Bulgarian Academy of Science, herewith announces a public invitation for contractor selection procedure for procurement with the following scope „Procurement of digital seismic system, under the following conditions:
1.1. Under the provisions of art.101a and following of the Public Procurement Law, in the course of execution of the activities covered by the project “Monitoring and information system for present-day movements of the earth crust using the national GNSS, seismic and accelerometric networks”, financed under Contract ДФНИ – И01/4 between Fund “Scientific Research” and the National Institute of Geophysics, Geodesy and Geography at the Bulgarian Academy of Science.
1.2. Expected procurement value: BGN 30 000,00 (thirty thousand leva) without VAT. 
1.3. In case that any tenderer offers procurement price in another currency, the employer shall, for the purposes of this procurement, convert the value in BGN using the exchange rate of the Bulgarian National Bank on the date of tenders evaluation. 
1.4. The expected value of the public procurement as stated by the employer shall be regarded as maximal. Tenders offering price that exceeds this value shall not be reviewed as being in non-compliance with the employer’s requirements.
1.5. The Employer shall prepare and submit to the buyer’s account this documentation in both Bulgarian and English languages. 

1.6. Tenders are allowed to submit their tenders in Bulgarian and/or in English language. 

1.7. The languages that will be used in the course of this procurement execution shall be Bulgarian and/or English.
1.8. Scope of procurement: procurement of digital seismic system according to the employer’s technical specification. The equipment in the scope of this procurement shall be accompanied by certificates, manuals and guidelines for use clearly showing its technical characteristics and capacities. 
1.9. Technical specification: The digital seismic system shall be in compliance with the existing equipment used by the Bulgarian National Operative Telemetry System for Seismic Information (NOTSSI). The digital seismic unit shall be compatible with the software for real-time accumulation and processing used by NOTSSI. 
1.10.  Tenderers shall provide as part of their technical proposal a description of the technical characteristics or technical specifications of their digital seismic system, as well as available quality certificates, after-sales service activities and everything else they might have at hand.
1.11.  The minimum mandatory technical requirements for the digital seismic system are as follows:

1.12. Term for procurement completion – up to 120 calendar days, counted from the date of contract execution. 
1.13.  Warranty period  - not less than 12 months.
1.14.  Documents submittal: Complete digital access to the participation documentation will be granted at the buyer’s account – the internet site of the National Institute of Geophysics, Geodesy and Geography at the Bulgarian Academy of Science http://www.niggg.bas.bg.
SECTION III : EMPLOYER’S REQUIREMENTS AND TENDER PREPARATION GUIDELINES
2. Every tenderer is welcomed to submit an offer, subject to this offer covering the whole scope of procurement. No alternatives are allowed. 
3. The offer shall be submitted in one copy, in sealed opaque envelope, by the tenderer or by his representative, in person or by registered mail. The following text shall be written on the envelope: name of tenderer; correspondence address; phone number and if possible fax number and e-mail address; procurement name. The tender and the envelope might be written in Bulgarian and/or English language. 
4. The offer shall be prepared in the form attached hereto. The offer shall be submitted in Bulgarian and/or English language and shall be signed by the person having authority legally bind the tenderer or by his duly authorized representative, and shall be sealed with the tenderer’s seal. 

5. Whenever tenders are submitted, the employer shall mark on the envelope the consecutive number, the date and time of submittal and shall record the contact details as written on the envelope in a register and shall issue a reference document to the tenderer. The Employer shall not accept and shall return to the tenderer any tender submitted in unsealed, torn or transparent envelope or after the expiry of the deadline of tender submittal. These circumstances shall be recorded in the register.
6. Tender validity: 60 /sixty/ calendar days counted from the deadline of tender submittal. Any tender with shorter validity term shall be rejected.
7. The public invitation for submittal of offers for the procurement with the above-described scope, shall be announced at the Public procurement portal as well as at the buyer’s account (web site) of the National Institute of Geophysics, Geodesy and Geography at the Bulgarian Academy of Science.
8. Place and deadline for tender submittal: tender shall be submitted at the building of the National Institute of Geophysics, Geodesy and Geography at the Bulgarian Academy of Science with the following address: “Acad. G. Bonchev” Street, Block 3; on every business day until the deadline as stated in the public invitation, as announced on the Public procurement web portal – www.aop.bg.
9. The Employer shall execute contract with the tenderer ranked on first place. In case that the tenderer ranked on first place refuses to execute the contract, the Employer is entitled to award the contract to the tenderer ranked on second place and to execute contract with this tenderer. 
10. Guidelines to tenderers: 
10.1. Any Bulgarian and/or foreign person or legal entity or any consortium thereof that complies with the conditions set forth in advance is entitled to participate in this public procurement awarding procedure. 
11. Participation documents:
11.1. Offer (in the form attached)  – original;
11.2. Technical Offer (in the form attached) – original; 
11.3. Copy of registration document or unified identification code (UIC), according to art.23 of the Commercial register law, in case that the tenderer is a legal entity or single trader; respectively copy of identity document, in case that the tenderer is a person (the copies shall be signed by the tenders). In case the UIC is not submitted, according to art.23 of the Commercial register law, the tender – legal entity or single trader, shall submit actual status certificate issued within the last 6 months preceding the deadline for tender submittal; 
11.4. Price offer – (in the form attached);
11.5. In case that due to objective reasons the tenderer is not able to submit all documents required by the employer, the tenderer is allowed to prove his economic and financial status using any other document that the employer through the procedure committee might consider appropriate.
SECTION IV:  TENDERS EVALUATION CRITERIA
12. Tenders evaluation criteria: 
12.1. Evaluation criterion: „lowest price ”.
12.2. The tenderer with the lowest offered price shall be ranked on first place.
SECTION v EXECUTION OF PROCUREMENT AWARDING CONTRACT
13. The Employer shall execute a written contract with the winner.

14. On executing the public procurement contract, the winner shall submit certificates issued by the respective authorities to certify the non-existence of circumstances as set-forth in art.47, para.1, item 1 of the Public Procurement Law as well as declarations for non-existence of circumstances as set-forth in art.47, para.5 of the Public Procurement Law.
